Meeting Minutes
June 23, 2015

Call to Order
Chairman Putnam called the meeting to order at 6:08 p.m.

Decisions/Approvals

Approval of Meeting Minutes — Commissioner Courage made the motion to approve the meeting
minutes of June 9, 2015. Vice-Chairman White seconded the motion. All voted in favor.

The commissioners signed the May 26, 2015 meeting minutes approved during the June 9, 2015
meeting.

Sewer Abatement Request — 22-24 Summer Street — Director Boucher said he recommends approval of
this sewer abatement request due to frozen/broken pipes since water was prevented from entering the
municipal sewer system. He noted that a plumbing repair receipt had been received from the customer.
Based upon this account’s water consumption history, the amount of usage to be abated is 2,490 cubic
feet. Following discussion, Vice-Chairman White made the motion to approve this Sewer Abatement
Request in the amount of $109.56 per Director Boucher’s recommendation. Commissioner Courage
seconded the motion. All voted in favor.

Water Abatement Request — 64 Oak Street — Mr. Boucher explained the water abatement request was
discussed during the previous two commissioners’ meetings. Mr. Jim Young, Water Department
Foreman, investigated the site of the water valve that had been opened, which no one knows the reason
for it having been opened. Mr. Boucher said Mr. Young had reported “Do Not Open” signs have been
posted on the valve. Mr. Boucher said a lock placed on the valve would be more secure. Following
billing usage and cost discussion, Vice-Chairman White made the motion to approve a $1,000.00 credit
on a one-time-only basis should a lock be visibly in place upon Mr. Young’s return, as evidence that the
valve which is the subject of the water abatement request is now secure. Commissioner Courage
seconded the motion, noting that a repeat water loss must be prevented by ensuring the valve must be
made inoperable or the valve handle must be removed. Chairman Putnam’s voted against the motion,
noting that the rest of the water users should not bear the costs that otherwise would have been
preventable from vandalism or accidental opening of the process water valve. Motion carried with two
votes in favor, and one vote against. Correspondence of the commissioners’ decision will be forwarded
to Mr. Ronzio.
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Discussion/Information ltems

West EIm Street Water Main Extension — Update — Director Boucher apprised the Board of the project
progress. Approximately 900 feet of trench had been ground. Pipe will be laid tomorrow after digging.
Water services have already been brought to some locations near the edge of the road; the line has been
approved for connection, an inspector will be on-site periodically and Mr. Young will also observe
progress periodically; some sewer services had been lowered the previous week.

Prospect Hill Tank Removal Project — Director Boucher explained correspondence will be drafted
tomorrow for the water storage tank abutters. Mr. Rene LaBranche, Stantec Consulting, expects to have
the bond information available for signing tomorrow. A thicker antenna cable connection will be in
place soon. Mr. Boucher addressed the commissioners’ inquiries. Tank signal/line-of-sight connections
were discussed.

Dram Cup Supplemental Loan Agreement — Director Boucher explained the NH DES drafted the ten-
year agreement developments, which will be presented to the Board of Selectmen for approval.

Border Street Water Main — Mr. Boucher showed the Border Street road map to Chairman Putnam to
bring him up to date on the recent discussion details held during the June 9™ meeting with Amherst
DPW Director Bruce Berry relative to the future Amherst DPW work being coordinated with Milford’s
future water line road work. The mutual goal is to open the Border Street road surface once instead of
twice.

Activities Report — Reviewed by the commissioners.

Miscellaneous Water Utilities Department Project Updates — Mr. Boucher explained the closed circuit
security TV system training will be conducted on Friday. A new walkway leading to the maintenance
shop is being considered. A new pad will be poured tomorrow to better facilitate the sludge
transportation activities that occur several times weekly.

The CIP presentations will begin at 6:30 p.m. on Wednesday, July 8 in the Board of Selectmen Room.
Mr. Eric Schelberg, Director of the Milford Ambulance Department, will present first, and then Mr.
Boucher will present the following Water Utilities Department topics, expected to begin at
approximately 7:00 p.m. regarding the following projects:
