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Trail Information:

Hitchiner Town Forest, a 194 acre property, was once farmland, as evidenced by the fields
and many stone walls.

The highlight of the walk is Burns Hill at an elevation of 751'. The hilltop is a delight of
exposed granite bedrock, blueberry, ground juniper, red cedar, pitch pine and stunted oaks.

This town land is available for hiking, picnicking, cross country skiing, snow shoeing,
bird watching and just enjoying nature and the quiet of the forest.

Camping is by permit only.

No trash, no fires, no alcoholic beverages. Use caution, hunting permitted in season.
