Subject: Case #2021-30: Chris Moore, 10 Oakwood Circle, Milford Tax Map 26, Lot 29 Special Exception

Application, Accessory Dwelling Unit

The applicants are before the Board of Adjustment seeking a Special Exception from the Milford Zoning
Ordinance, Article V, Section 5.02.2.A.13 and Article X, Section 10.02 to allow the construction of a 744 square
foot accessory dwelling within an attached building addition to an existing single-family residence located in the
Residential ‘A’ Zoning District. In reviewing the files for this property, I offer the following comments:

1.

Existing Conditions:

a.

The subject property is approximately .34 acres in area (14,810.4 sf) with approximately 148 linear feet of
frontage on Oakwood Circle.

The property consists of a 1-story, 3 bedroom, single-family residence and is serviced by municipal water
and sewer.

The subject property is situated in an established single-family residential area and directly abuts
residential uses to the north, south, and east.

The proposal calls for construction of a new two story garage addition containing a 744 square foot second
level one bedroom ADU. Access to the ADU will be through the proposed two bay garage and doorways into
existing home.

An ADU is a permitted use in the Residential ‘A’ zoning district through the issuance of a Special Exception
pursuant to Zoning Ordinance, Article 5.02.2.A.13 and Article X, Section 10.2.6.

Upon review the application pursuant to the Section 10.02.6.A, the submittal generally meets the minimum
requirements of the Zoning Ordinance.

a.

The proposed maximum area for the ADU is 744 square feet. The primary residence will be owned and
occupied by the property owner.

The proposed architectural plans are consistent with the existing residence and will not impact the
character of the neighborhood. In addition, the proposed layout, access, and egress meet the minimum
requirements of the ordinance.

The property appears to have sufficient parking to manage the single-family residence and the proposed
addition of the accessory dwelling unit. No curb cuts are being added.

The applicant has demonstrated that adequate provisions have been provided for a water supply and
sewerage disposal method for the ADU. The property is currently serviced by town water and sewer.

One of the entrances to the second story ADU is through the garage structure. Said entrance is located on
the front of the structure. Persuant to 10.2.6.A.e., any necessary additional entrances or exits shall be
located to the side or rear of the building whenever possible. The applicant should provide further
information to explain the need to locate the doorway/entrance on the front side of the residence.

b. Go to the Milford Assessors Office to
check whether the town has a record of
any of the abutting lots having been sold
more recently than the records available
online through the Milford GIS or Vision
software.

c. Check whether there is any conservation,
preservation, or agricultural preservation
parcels that are adjacent to your lot.
Make sure you get the correct mailing
address for the entity that holds the title
to this type of lot. It may be a home
owners association, a conservation group
or the Town of Milford.

2. For the purpose of notification by the Town of
Milford Zoning Board of Adjustment, any

a. Under a condominium or other collective
ownership, the term “abutter” means the
